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FleetManager: Improving your data by sharing
System overview:

FleetManager is a tool  that gives the owner of a fishing company complete ownership and control of their fleet’s detailed maps of company fishing grounds. It enables the vessel owner to maintain an onshore backup of their fleet’s data, integrates these to create more comprehensive maps of the fishing grounds and re-export these improved maps to vessel in their fleet. Data security is maintained throughout this process as the data remains encrypted to prevent misplacement of data falling into the wrong hands.

FleetManager includes a Piscatus program for viewing data from the entire fleet. By filtering and grooming the data received from vessels, errors from some vessels can be removed and are not repeated throughout the fleet. As a result, better more detailed bathymetry maps are available and confidence in shared data is gained. This fleet data can also be very useful when training a skipper on new grounds they have not fished, planning fleet fishing strategies and provide quick database backups to vessel in a time of emergency.

FleetManager accepts data from both Piscatus Deepsea-Pro and Inshore-Pro and will allow sharing between the two products. 

Who would buy it:

Fishing companies with a fleet of 2 or more vessels who want to maintain a secure onshore backup of their data and provide enhanced databases back to their vessels

Advantages of FleetManager:

· Provides the only way to share data between vessels securely. Data sharing is fully encrypted giving the company has strict control over who can use their data and eliminating un-authorized data sharing to other vessels, persons or companies.

· Each vessel’s data can be adjusted according to its transducer depth.

· Data can be cleaned and redistributed to vessels giving them better more comprehensive coverage and more detailed maps than each could individually gather. Exporting of data can be done for set areas or for the complete database replacement.

· Complete fleet data backups which can be quickly generated and used to replace faulty vessel databases without the need for technical support.

· Fleet data can be viewed with Piscatus onshore and used for planning fleet fishing strategies.

· Data can be shared between vessel using Piscatus Deepsea-Pro and Inshore-Pro.

Recent FleetManager  Improvements:

· The process of importing and exporting data from FleetManager has been simplified by removing import/export codes. 

Other options for fleet data sharing:

Onshore installation of Piscatus Inshore-Pro

If the company has a fleet of vessels using Piscatus Inshore-Pro, data can be shared using MapManager’s un-encrypted data export. Using this system, data sharing cannot be controlled and restricted to within one company, vessel database backups cannot be generated and data can only be shared between Piscatus Inshore-Pro vessels. But data can be cleaned and shared amongst a fleet of vessels. We recommend a separate onshore installation of Piscatus Inshore-Pro to manage all fleet data and provide an onshore backup.

The disadvantages of using MapManager’s un-encrypted data export are that all Piscatus Inshore-Pro installations can share data directly with each other. Data sharing cannot be controlled and restricted to within one company. Vessel database backups cannot be generated Data cleaning would be the responsibility of each vessel. Data can only be shared between Piscatus Inshore-Pro vessels.

SMI FleetManager service

A full FleetManager service is available as a service from Seabed Mapping. This means that a fishing company can support an encrypted data sharing structure without purchasing FleetManager. This service would invlove on-going costs, Fleet data cannot be viewed onshore by the company without a separate Piscatus installation. However Seabed Mapping’s service offers the advantages of expert data cleaning and security of backup.

Costs involved in service are setup fee, month charges, freight costs, data cleaning charges.
