TMQ Data modems, 

Setting up. 

Modem on Vessel 

GPS Data in

Radio wired in and on correct frequency. 

Power: 12V. 

Operation: When modem has a GPS fix, it will transmit at predefined intervals, eg: 1 minute – 10 seconds. 

If the modem does not get a GPS fix, it will transmit at interval +60 second timeout. 

Modem must be set (in menu system) to MOBILE. 

Modem at Base. 

Radio wired in and on correct frequency. 

Power 12V. 

Computer cable to Serial Port on PC. 

Listen for data on radio. On the correct frequency you will here it. 

Computer at Base. 

Hyperterminal to check that Base modem is transmitting data. 

Message will look like. $R!£$!”$£!”$£  (It is serial data but not NMEA)

If you hear the transmission on the radio but do not see data in the hyper-terminal window, check connections.   One method of doing this: Unplug power from modem and reconnect. You should see the start up sequence of the modem displayed on hyper-term.  “TMQ Radio Modem V.0.”

If you don’t, check hyper-terminal settings.

If you are satisfied you have the message being transmitted from Mobile to Base to PC, then install TMQ        C-Plot, or C-Trak. 

Close Hyper-terminal. 

Start up C-Plot. 

Main Menu, System, Comm Ports Config. 

Input Configuration. 

Set All Inputs to None, None, Off. Off

Set Targets 1 to COM? RDM, Off Off. 

Ensure Serial Setup is on Correct Comm Port. 

Ensure Data is coming in on Serial I/O. 

Check Target Information Tab, Click on the dot for TMQ Radio Modem. 

Check information is coming in. 

Then data should be displayed on C-Plot/C-Trak. 

Setting for Cplot95.ini Settings.   C:\cplot95\exe\cplot95.ini

Modify following for correct results.

System will not display targets if they are further than the distance from the Home Latitude. 

To check settings on Data modem. 

Hyperterminal. 
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Click on Connect. 

Chances are the mobile unit will be sending Data. 

Command @CAL will enter mode for setting and display a menu. 

Menu is self explanatory.
